Thank you for your letter requesting information under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA).  
In your request, you asked for copies of the following: 
 
1. All internal and external documents, memo, correspondence, reports, etc., received and 
created relating to the old and proposed Bernhardt Heights Road from January 1, 2002 to the 
present. In particular, anything during that period pertaining to the Wedson Substation driveway. 
 
2. All policies and procedures pertaining to the establishment of public roads onto sensitive BPA 
properties, to include the names, office telephone numbers, emails and physical office locations 
of all those involved in the decision and any appeals through which Lane County must pass to 
gain permission to build roads.
