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1.0 CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER (CEO)

A.  The Chief Executive Officer (CEO) provides overall leadership and direction in the planning, development, and administration of policies that pertain to the operation of a large public utility.  The CEO interacts at the highest levels with key customers and Government, business, and interest group leaders.  The CEO represents Bonneville Power Administration policies and strategies to the congressional delegation and other high- ranking Government officials.

B.  The Chief Executive Officer assures that Bonneville Power Administration responsibilities established by statutes and directives are carried out, including those pertaining to environment, safety, and health considerations.  The CEO provides general leadership on overall business strategic objectives, as well as, decisions that impact those strategic objectives.
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
