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805.1  PURPOSE:  This chapter authorizes the Organizational Property Management Officer to issue a special manual titled the BPA Personal Property Manual.  This chapter serves as a reference to the special manual which contains detailed guidance relating to the use and management of personal property.

805.2  DEFINITIONS
A.  Personal Property.  All BPA-owned, rented or leased property, and any other kind of property except real property and records.

B.  The Organizational Property Management Officer (OPMO) is the Manager for Contracts and Property Management and is responsible for providing advice and guidance for BPA's Personal Property Management Program.

805.3  POLICY:  It is BPA's policy that Government property (sometimes referred to as personal property or as equipment) shall be managed in an economical and efficient manner in accordance with applicable Federal statutes and regulations.

805.4  RESPONSIBILITIES
A.  The Organizational Property Management Officer is responsible for publishing and maintaining the BPA Personal Property Manual.

B.  The Personal Property Policy Officer is responsible for initiating action to keep the BPA Personal Property Manual up to date and for providing interpretations necessary for its understanding and application.

C.  Shared Services, Purchasing and Property Management is responsible for maintaining the Personal Property Management  System.

D.  BPA Managers are responsible for insuring that the policies and procedures in the BPA Personal Property Manual are implemented.

805.5  PROCEDURES:  The BPA Personal Property Manual provides policies, guidelines, and procedures relating to the use and management of personal property.  The Manual can be obtained from the office of the Manager for Contracts and Property Management.
