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901.1  PURPOSE:  To establish BPA's written environmental directives system, which will result in a coordinated, comprehensive approach to meeting BPA's environmental review obligations.

901.2 POLICY:  BPA will primarily rely on directives issued by the Council on Environmental Quality and the Department of Energy but may occasionally issue more specific guidance as needed.

901.3  RESPONSIBILITIES
A.  The Chief Executive Officer (Administrator) establishes BPA environmental policy and responsibilities in Chapter 900 of the BPA Manual.

B.  The Group Vice President for Environment, Fish and Wildlife ensures ready access to relevant directives, issues additional specific guidance as needed, and coordinates review of proposed new directives.

C.  Heads of organizations insure that their internal directives and technical standards are updated as needed and employee cooperation in carrying out a coordinated, comprehensive approach to meeting environmental requirements.

D. Legal Services (General Counsel) advises all BPA personnel on applicable directives and legal aspects of implementation.
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
