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1101.1  PURPOSE:  This chapter authorizes BPA’s Chief Information Officer (CIO) to issue Information Technology (IT) related policies that apply throughout the BPA.  This chapter also serves as a reference to the CIO sponsored web page where these policies may be viewed.

1101.2  POLICY:  BPA's Information Technologies policies address the appropriate use of IT Equipment and the acceptable use of on-line IT Services made available in the BPA IT computing environment.  The CIO may establish additional policies to assure prudent, stable, and secure management of Information Technology that ensures agency compliance with applicable laws and regulations.  

1101.3  RESPONSIBILITIES
A.  The BPA Chief Information Officer is responsible for

1. Development and maintenance of a comprehensive agency Information Technology vision, mission, plan, and management of the Agency’s Cyber Security Program;

2. Integration of Information Technology planning with agency business processes and strategic objectives;

3. Formulation of plans to enhance employee awareness and career development activities as they pertain to Information Technology, and

4. Participation in the preparation of the Agency Information Technology capital budget and execution management of the approved Agency Information Technology capital budget

B.  The BPA Chief Information Officer has established the Enterprise Information Technology Council (EITC) to develop and manage Agency-wide, Information Technology strategic direction, tactical planning, management and governance in collaboration with the CIO.

1101.4  PROCEDURES:  OCIO sponsored Information Technology procedures are developed and maintained by CIO sponsored teams composed of subject matter experts from across the agency.  These procedures are available electronically from links found on the CIO web page.
