Custom Projects and ECA Funding Requests -
As noted in the October 1, 2010 Implementation Manual, the BPA Energy Efficiency

team is changing the review/approval process for custom projects that will complete in fiscal 2012 (and beyond). Historically (and for fiscal 2011 projects), BPA's approval of a custom project includes validation of funds in the utility's ECA Implementation Budget sufficient to pay the estimated incentive.

For projects that will complete in fiscal 2012 (and beyond), the BPA review process will no longer include a budget review. BPA's acceptance of custom projects expected to complete in fiscal 2012 will consider the M&V plan and benefit-to-cost ratio, among other things; however it will no longer ensure there are sufficient funds to pay the estimated incentive. On acceptance of invoices for deemed and accepted custom projects, BPA will pay the invoice amount up to, but not beyond, the remaining balance in the customer's ECA Implementation Budget.
