Conservation Achievement Reports should be reviewed by Feb. 22, 2011

EERs have distributed comprehensive Conservation Achievement Reports to their

utility conservation contacts for review. These reports are vital to publishing the

aggregated conservation achievements by utility that will be used in the Contract High Water Mark calculation.

The customer review period ends on Feb. 22, 2011.

We encourage utilities to carefully review their reports and to outreach to their Energy Efficiency Representative to discuss discrepancies between what was reported to BPA and what the utility expected to see reported. This year, the reports provide a comprehensive view of all projects and measures reported to BPA from 2007 through 2010. These reports distinguish clearly between records that count toward the CHWM adjustment versus those which do not and provide descriptive explanations for all records which do not count.
