Commercial and Industrial Lighting Calculator Version Extension

As a reminder to the announcement sent by your Energy Efficiency Representative,

BPA has extended the date through which previous versions of the lighting calculator

will be accepted by six months. Utilities will be able to submit lighting projects in the

following versions of the lighting calculator through September 30, 2011:

Projects will be accepted on the following calculator spreadsheets:
· Version 2.1 (combined existing buildings and new construction)

· Version 2.0 (combined existing buildings and new construction)

· Version 1.7e (existing buildings)

· Version 1.6n (new construction)
Version 2.1 of the lighting calculator includes increased incentives for the timely T12

to T8 transition. It is recommended that utilities looking to capture these projects now upgrade to the new calculator to take full advantage of the increased incentives.
