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Specifications for Electronic Thermostats

Note: Replacement of line voltage thermostats is inherently dangerous.  Failure to follow electrical codes and safety instructions may result in fire, injury, or even death.

Scope:  These specifications set forth the minimum technical requirements for selection and installation of electronic thermostats. 

1.0 Thermostats shall be installed in accordance with applicable State and local codes, Federal regulations, and the most recent version of the National Electric Code.

2.0 All existing thermostats in all rooms, except the bathrooms, shall be replaced with electronic programmable or electronic non-programmable thermostats. 

3.0 Programmable electronic thermostats shall:
3.1 maintain temperature and program settings during power failures, and 
3.2 have a temporary override feature. 

4.0 All thermostats shall:
4.1 have current and voltage ratings sufficient for their application, according to national, state, and local codes;
4.2 be electronically anticipated;
4.3 have a thermistor temperature sensing element accurate to within 1.5°F or better;
4.4 have a digital display;
4.5 be UL or CSA listed for use with their application (i.e. fan-forced, baseboard, wall or ceiling radiant).
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
