UTILITY

Eligibility and program requirements 

· For participating utility non-residential customers

· New construction projects are eligible

· Retrofit projects must reduce lighting wattage by 30 percent or more

· Minimum project cost is $500

· Installed equipment must meet program requirements and technical specifications

· All materials, including PCB ballasts, must be disposed of according to applicable environmental laws and local regulations

CONSUMER

Steps for participation

· Get program details from serving utility

· Utility will explain the requirements and determine eligibility

· A lighting energy audit is completed by utility or qualified lighting professional

· Utility and consumer may sign a participation agreement to make sure all roles and responsibilities are clear

· Once the project is defined, the business owner installs qualified measures

· Consumer contacts utility for inspection when equipment is installed and operable

· After utility inspection and final approval, the utility processes the rebate and pays the business owner
