4. Customer will provide documentation of the installed costs to the utility.  Invoices must clearly indicate rebate measure, product type, quantity, and material and labor costs.

5. Utility will provide financial incentives for lighting equipment, as described in the Lighting Rebate Proposal, installed in accordance with the ESO+ Equipment Technical Specifications and verified by physical inspection.

6. Customer understands that utility makes no warranties as to the actual energy or cost savings or any other expressed or implied warranty concerning the design or construction of the project.

7. To the fullest extent allowed by law, the customer agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless utility and its officers and employees from all claims, loss, damages or litigation including personal injury, death or property damage arising from, or in connection with, the performance of the agreement herein unless said liability is occasioned by the sole or partial negligence of the utility.  

8. Customer agrees to assist the utility in evaluating the benefits of the program. This may include follow-up site visits at the facility and the release of utility bills and other information pertinent to the performance of the installed measures.

The installation of the lighting measures shall be completed by (       date      ).  If installation is not completed by this date, this agreement shall terminate unless otherwise mutually agreed to in writing.
