1.  Table of Contents

2.  Table of Authorities

3.  Statement of the Case

The statement of the case will set forth the primary objectives and state succinctly the goals of the litigant.

4.  Issues

Each issue is to be separately identified and followed by the argument on that issue.

5.  Summary of Conclusions on Each Issue

Litigants are encouraged to submit joint briefs when their positions are identical.
