Were additional sources, beyond the cited WECC document, used in developing the resources the panel proposes that BPA include?  If so, please list and provide the source materials.

Response:


There are two primary sources that can be readily provided.  First, the California Energy Commission maintains a database of new and proposed resources, located on the Internet at http://www.energy.ca.gov/electricity/wscc_proposed_generation.html.  The 2/21/03 version used for preparing the testimony is attached as BPA-JC-005A.xls.

Second, the Northwest Power Planning Council maintains a dataset of new and proposed generation in the Pacific Northwest, located on the Internet at http://www.nwcouncil.org/energy/powersupply/Default.htm.  The 2/25/03 version used for preparing the testimony is attached as BPA-JC-005B.xls.

In addition to these sources, other non-permanent sources of data were used, including news reports from local and national newspapers, trade publications, press releases from independent power producers, trade associations and utilities, SEC 10-K filings, corporate annual reports, state and provincial siting commissions and energy offices, Western Governors reports (including the Western Interstate Energy Board), new generation listings from the Energy Information Agency and subscription news reporting and databases (such as, www.energycentral.com and www.industrialinfo.com).

Generally, any use of the database information, such as from the EIA, CEC and NWPPC, was independently verified using the other information sources before being included.
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
