All Entities GO, TO, DP, LSE Process

The Generator Owner (GO), Transmission Owner (TO), Load-Serving Entity (LSE), and Distribution Provider (DP) will determine a need to interconnection to facilities owned by its Host Balancing Authority (HBA) or Transmission Provider within a HBA.

For those GO, TO, LSE or DP entities requesting to connect to Bonneville Power Administration’s (BPA) facilities; they will access interconnection requirement documents showing the requirements necessary to connect to BPA’s facilities using the following links:

Interconnection Request Forms can be found in these documents and should be completely filled out before being submitted to the respective Transmission Account Executive.

BPA will process the interconnection requests according to established BPA Business Practices and will respond to the requestor with one  of the following:

Request for more information

Offer of a System Impact Study Agreement

Offer of a Facilities Impact Study Agreement

Approval of the Interconnection Request.

The GO, TO, LSE or DP will respond to BPA’s offer for a study agreement by doing one of the following:

Accept the study agreement offer and pay the required study fee or

Reject the study agreement offer at which point the process will be closed.

If the study agreement is accepted (signed and monies paid) the interconnection request will proceed according to BPA’s established Business Practices for Interconnection Requests.

If the studies indicate deficiencies in the system that would cause the interconnection request to be denied, the requestor will be notified and provided with an alternate plan of service.

If the requestor agrees to the alternate plan of service, the studies will continue.  If the requestor rejects the alternate plan of service, the process stops until an acceptable plan of service can be developed or the process is closed.

When the Study Agreements are complete, the BPA Transmission Account Executive may offer a Construction Agreement to build any required facilities dependent on the type of interconnection request.

During this process, BPA will be providing documentation to the requestor including, but not limited to, Plans of Service, Study Results and Agreements.  These documents will provide proof of compliance with this Standard.

Each party will retain all documentation associated with each individual interconnection request and provide it to WECC and/or NERC upon request (within 30 calendar days).
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
