Load-Serving Entity (LSE) & Distribution Provider (DP) Process
1) This Process does not apply to those entities that have their own Under Frequency Load Shedding (UFLS) program independent from Bonneville Power Administration’s (BPA) UFLS Program.
2) In the Bonneville Power Administration’s (BPA) Host Balancing Authority Area (HBAA) BPA owns the UFLS Program established by WECC.
3) BPA, as UFLS Program owner, will perform the Analysis and Documentation of Under Frequency Load Shedding performance following an under frequency event.

4) BPA will request information from those Load-Serving Entities (LSE) and Distribution Providers (DP) that participate in BPA’s UFLS Program.

5) The LSE’s and DP’s participating in BPA’s UFLS Program will provide BPA with requested information including, but not limited to, the UFLS set points, tripping times and load tripped.

6) The LSE’s and DP’s participating in the BPA UFLS Program will provide BPA with requested information within five (5) business days of a request. 
7) BPA will provide documentation of the analysis of the UFLS program performance following an under frequency event to WECC and NERC
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
