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Market Monitoring  Work Group:
Key Issues To Address

• Why do we need monitoring at all, other than Order 2000?

• How should the monitoring function be organized and
governed (internal unit or independent, etc.)?

• What authority should the RTO monitor have to address
market design problems; market power/gaming problems?

• What objectives and principles should guide the monitor’s
exercise of its authorities?
