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WESTERN INTERCONNECT GROUP MAKING PROGRESS
The Seams Steering Group-Western Interconnection (SSG-WI) filed a progress report with the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) today that details the work the group is doing to promote a seamless western market for electricity. The filing also includes discussion about how the three entities that make up the steering group will cooperate with state regulatory agencies and the western governors in the areas they represent. 

The SSG-WI is a cooperative effort among three potential Regional Transmission Operators in the West, RTO West (in the Northwest), WestConnect (in the Southwest), and the California Independent System Operator (California ISO).  The three entities are working together to facilitate a regional market for electricity that makes the best use of generating and transmission resources. That effort is focused on resolving commercial, operational and policy issues that arise with the creation of three RTOs in the West. 

The three entities signed a Memorandum of Understanding and Cooperation (MOU) on December 5, 2002 that is included in today’s FERC filing. The filing, along with other SSG-WI information, is available at www.ssg-wi.org.
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
