How are FERC reporting requirements translated onto the OASIS by BPA TBL?

 TBL currently offers two different product types of Firm Transmission.

1) Short Term Firm is defined as transmission service for 364 days or less and is offered on OASIS.

2) Long Term Firm is defined as transmission service for 365 days or more and it is not offered on OASIS at this time.  

Short Term Firm Information availability:                                                                                                     

· Monthly TTC and ATC are posted on the OASIS in template form.

· Reasons for transmission service denials are listed in the “Seller Comments” field of Short Term Firm OASIS requests. 

Long-Term Firm Information availability:                                                                                                     

· Long-term information is similar to short term but none is on the OASIS.

Historical Information Availability:
· After the fact transmission schedules (within 7 days) are currently posted in RODS account format.

· Hourly historical ATC is contained in RODS and not posted on OASIS.

· Loading relief incidents (redispatch, curtailments) are contained in the after-the-fact RODS account data.

· Curtailments are posted on the TBL “Known Constraints” page under “Preschedule Curtailments”.
