Data Base Management Task Outline for SSG-WI RFP 11/18
I. Acquire Data Needed for System Assessment
Load data (from WECC staff)

Resources data (from WECC staff, CEC, others) including buss locations
Network topology (from WECC staff)

Fuel prices from public sources and users
Heat rates

Hydro output

Wind output

Unit capacity factors

Planned and forced outages

Maintenance of transmission and generation
Other production cost related information

II. Compile Modeling Input Files

III. Troubleshoot Files for Consistency and Model Capability
Insure that data synchronized with WECC power flow cases
Check data for consistency and errors.
IV. Develop System Parameters from Data

Load duration curves (developed from load data above)

Hydro generation dispatch

Wind performance assumptions

V. Maintain and Update Data Base(s)

Network topology changes in the SSG-WI database

VI. Interface with Parties using the Data Base

Develop extraction routines to supply the data to the requestor in a
general form that can be used by most cost/production models.   
Contract with parties for access to the data on behalf of SSG-WI.
Provide architecture that facilitates access to the data to parties
that have contracted; provide SSG-WI list of database users.

VII. Document and Track Changes to the Data Base

Incorporate data generated by sub-regional study groups
Provide list of changes to SSG-WI for its approval prior to
assimilating changes into the database
Maintain list of changes that SSG-WI did not incorporate into
database along with the reason why not incorporated.  This data should be
time dated and identify who submitted the changes.  Provide version tracking of changes (date/author) and maintain the ability to go to an earlier version of the database if requested.

Unresolved issues raised in first draft: 
 Is the database manager going to run studies for SSGWI or other parties?(  If the database manager is going to run studies for third parties
using this data, this use will have to be recognized in the agreement with
the database manager and the appropriate compensation with SSG-WI will need
to be negotiated.  (Expect lower costs to SSG-WI for database management if
party is going to use this database for its other business pursuits.  )
Or does the database manager contract for access to the database like other
users?  Does this represent a conflict of interest?  Should this activity be
prohibited in the agreement?

How can proprietary WECC network data be treated in the data base?  
Will all parties contracting to use the data base also need to be members of WECC? Changes that SSG-WI or the users of the SSG-WI data make to
the network topology should be available through the SSG-WI database.
Perhaps, the topology changes should be provided to WECC for its
information.  A legal opinion on this is needed.
