Proposed Agenda for Next Call

The next call of the ATC Brainstorming Group will be held on January 4 at 1:00 EST/11:00 MST/10:00 PST.  TO CONNECT TO THE CALL DIAL312/461-0833.  THE PASS CODE IS 383973.

The proposed agenda for the call is:

· Review and refine the first draft of the recommendation for FERC staff. The first draft includes a proposed approach to screening paths to identify candidates for detailed study and criteria for prioritizing paths for detailed study.  The final version of the recommendation would also include a suggested approach for conducting the detailed path-specific studies.

· Receive information and advice from Leroy Patterson (WECC), Jerry Smith (APS and WesTTrans) and Marv Landauer (BPA) on the questions outlined below.

· Discuss potential approaches to the detailed path-specific analysis.

Draft questions for Leroy:

1. As part of its audits of control areas in the Western Interconnection, does WECC examine the ATC calculations and posting practices done by transmission owners?  

a. What is the frequency of such audits and which control areas have recently gone through such audits?  

b. What is WECC looking for?  Compliance with the WECC ATC document?  Compliance with Order 888/889?  Problem areas?

c. What do the audit results show regarding ATC calculations?

2. Regarding the WECC EHV datapool, what information is contained in the datapool?  Actual flows? Schedules? OTC? Other?  How many years are archived (has any data been deleted)?
3. What, if any, changes have been made to EHV data pool database since 1998?  Did such changes respond to the recommendations in the WICF 2000 Biennial Transmission Plan?  

Draft questions for Jerry:

1. What, if anything, has WesTTrans done regarding the review and standardization of ATC calculations by participants in WestTTrans?

2. Does WesTTrans archive ATC data?  Does the data include the calculations used to derive ATC?  Does WT plan to calculate and archive net schedule data?  
3. How will WT handle calculation and archiving of ATC on multiple-owner paths?
4. Will WT archive any ATC data prior to WT operation (from its members), or would we need to go to individual participants to gather ATC data prior to WT operation?
Draft questions for Marv:

1. How does BPA calculate, post and archive ATC?  Is it consistent with the procedures in the WECC ATC Methodology document?
2. What challenges has BPA encountered in trying to sell ATC on a year-ahead basis and how does BPA deal with hydro and loopflow uncertainties?

3. How does the BPA approach to ATC calculation compare with that used by WesTTrans?

4. Are there any plans for BPA to participate in WestTrans?
