WECC April 2004 Board Meeting  

At the April 21-23, 2004 Board Meeting, the WECC Board directed the WECC staff to send SSG-WI an unsolicited database management proposal.  Also, the Board discussed and will be reviewing the WECC Bylaw’s restriction prohibiting WECC from performing Expansion Planning studies.  Presentations were made to the Board on regional planning activities.

SSG-WI request for SPG help in 2004 Database Preparation

SSG-WI (Jeff Miller lead) will draft a letter to send to the Subregional Planning Groups (SPGs) requesting their help in preparing the 2004 production costing base case.  Pacificorp indicated that until the database is transferred to SSG-WI, they will (on an interim basis to keep things moving) incorporate database changes, however they stressed the need to transfer the data to SSG-WI because it is not their intention to continue providing this service.  It was initially suggested that we hold off sending the letter to the SPGs until a SSG-WI database manager was on board, however, with the offer by Pacificorp to make changes in the interim, Jeff Miller will now draft a letter to send to the SPGs.  

The SPGs agreed to discuss this within their groups.  Prior to our next Conference Call, each SPG Chair will notify Jeff Miller of the case year and scenarios they plan to study.  The data request letter will be sent from SSG-WI to the SPGs by June 15.  We will discuss the status of the data request letter and the scenario needs of the SPGs on the next monthly Planning Coordination Conference Call (June 1, 2004).

WECC Base Case coordination with SSG-WI and SPGs

Pamela McLean, Chair of the WECC SRWG, presented an overview of the WECC database preparation process and the cases planned for this year.  Pamela will send a list of the 2004 cases to those on the call.  A survey will be sent out later in the year requesting base case needs for 2005.  The Chairs of the SSG-WI PWG and of each SPG will be copied on this request.

It was agreed that the current SRWG database preparation process is adequate and no changes are needed to incorporate SSG-WI or SPG needs.  SSG-WI will use existing cases for transmission topography and load distribution.  

June WECC PCC Meeting

Phil Park asked for ideas for presentations at the June PCC Meeting.  Ideas suggested included incremental status updates by the SPGs, identification of seams transmission needs crossing SPG boundaries, a presentation on production costing models (it was pointed out that SSG-WI plans a Workshop on production costing work in September), an update on SSG-WI interconnection studies, ongoing coordination work (such as these coordination conference calls), and an update on WECC’s proposal to do database management for SSG-WI and to modify its Bylaws concerning expansion planning.
