2. Status of WECC unsolicited proposal to SSG-WI on Database

The proposal is to put database management as part of the WECC dues process - $250,000 annually.  Whoever manages the database needs the program – license agreement is approx. $80k/year.  WECC personnel would not “do” any study work unless an entity paid for staff time.  Armie talked with Bob Dintelman and Bob will discuss with Louise on June 2nd.  They suggested getting a “buy-off” from this group.  The data request would be the same as the powerflow request process.  SSG-WI/WECC will need to sign a transfer license agreement to get the database from PAC.  Doug Larson said this would not work for the State’s.  This should be discussed at the PCC meeting next week under Regional Planning – Jeff Miller will make the presentation.  Armie asked Rich Bayless to send out two documents to WECC who will forward onto PCC – license and transfer agreement.  It is important the PAC agrees this will work.  Rich is questioning where the SSG-WI study process will reside.  This should be a win-win for everyone.  What contractual recourse could PAC have with WECC if they contract the database with SSG-WI.  Also, what is the governance structure that allows SSG-WI to sign anything?  Need to have the database be transparent and updateable annually.

Jeff still sees that SSG-WI should coordinate this request.  First, have each of the subregional group members present this idea to their respective SPGs and get their buy-in.  Then, have SSG-WI (Dean) send out a letter stating this process.  CREPC’s goal is to try and build a consensus on interconnection-wide expansion plans – generation and associated transmission.  Grace will send out the “WRATs” paper.  If each SPG submitted its expansion plans, we could at least build a WECC-wide base case from the bottom-up.  We discussed the issue of the case years/scenarios become part of the SRWG data request process.
