SSG-WI/SPG relationship conference call – 7/19/05 – 0900 – 0945
Armie – concern is like SWAT was formed to take care of a regional area – the others were too.  They weren’t formed because SSG-WI said it should.  At a higher level – SSG-WI should say that we need 4 or 5 or 6 SPGs.  Then SSG-WI PWG should take all the information and decide what the Projects are that should have a more detailed look.  The issue that comes up is that there are multiple choices – it should be up to the SPGs to come up with their “best alternatives”.  Then have the Project developers take the ideas to the SSG-WI PWG to begin taking their ideas forward.  NTAC is looking at a “plan-of-service” type analysis first – then look at the economic side.
Dean – the part of this that SSG-WI PWG can take over is this overall coordination process.

Whether SSG-WI stays around or not – the PWG needs to stay around.  This function we’re discussing about WECC-wide coordination has to take place.  We could take the SPG reports/ideas and come up with an overall SSG-WI study plan.  The PWG should discuss this at their next meeting.  Also – have Dean set down with the four SPG Chairs and have this same discussion.

The SSG-WI should lead – then WECC should take care of the reliability side.  WECC should continue having these as agenda items.

Dean to put together notes from this call and send to SSG-WI PWG and ask for any additional thoughts.  Then set up a meeting to put some meat on the bones.

The database issue paper will be discussed at the end of July.  Dean sent the final to WECC on Friday (7/16).  Waiting to hear back from them.
