PRINCIPLES 

DATABASE TRANSFER FROM PACIFICORP TO ANOTHER ENTITY

 (summarized from Pacificorp / SSG-WI Draft Transfer Agreement)



1. SSG-WI should assume responsibility to direct the ongoing development and maintenance of the database, in accordance with SSG-WI’s role in Western Interconnection expansion planning.

2. Entity should agree to obtain necessary funding to maintain and improve the integrity of the database.  Agree to contract with other organizations or hire staff as necessary.

3. Database should be administered and maintained for a minimum of 3 years

4. The Database should be a public database 

5. Licensees to the database must agree to share improvements royalty-free

6. Database should be built on generic or typical data to avoid confidentiality restrictions

7. Database should be formatted to be portable

8. Integrity of database should be maintained by active validation and error-control and updated at least annually

9. Records should be maintained of all changes and updates to the database 

10. Database development should be coordinated with other organizations (CREPC, etc.) through a cooperative effort of transmission providers, resource developers, load serving entities and state agencies within the Western Interconnection with the goal of jointly developing and using a common production costing database.

11. If fail to meet commitments, Pacificorp reserves rights to resume ownership of the database
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
