Database Transfer Alternative

SSG-WI WECC relationship 

Options:

a. Direct transfer of the data to WECC without contracts with SSG-WI, and with WECC directing the data collection, preparation schedule, performance of  studies for interested parties, and with SSG-WI just being one of many potential WECC data users along with other entities, SPGs, WGA, etc.

b. SSG-WI in charge of direction and/or coordination of Regional and sub-Regional economic expansion planning working in concert with the WGA and CREPC and contracting with WECC or other to manage and keep current the TPS database updated and coordinated with the WECC powerflow data.

An Alternative approach:

WECC assume responsibility for budgeting and staffing development of the region’s commercial database

WECC and SSG-WI agree on an approach whereby SSG-WI (working with the SPGs) determines for WECC, the basic commercial parameters and assumptions used in the commercial database.  WECC collects the data, manages the database development process and schedule, develops the database itself and distributes the database.

WECC agrees to not initiate and perform Expansion Planning Studies.  

SSG-WI, the SPGs and the Transmission Providers perform Expansion Planning Studies.

Pacificorp transfer data to WECC without contract with SSG-WI
