This letter is to inform you that a new WECC task force is being formed and to solicit interest in participating on this new task force.

WECC is in the process of initiating a new effort to maintain and update a production simulation database. The database will have a variety of uses including assessing the economic benefit of transmission upgrades and potentially assessing resource adequacy across WECC. To enable WECC to complete this new responsibility, a variety of items need to be completed, one of which is the selection and procurement of a production simulation program. WECC will need this program to input data and check for errors in the database. Selecting among the potential programs is not a trivial task as each of the programs has a variety of advantages and disadvantages. To select the production simulation program, WECC is forming a task force called the Production Simulation Program Task Force (PSPTF). The purpose of the PSPTF task force will be to develop WECC’s requirements for a program, review the various programs available, and work with program vendors through a yet to be determined process to recommend to PCC a specific program that WECC should procure. WECC’s goal is to procure this program during the second or third quarter of 2005. Additional work may be necessary after that time to refine and customize whatever program is ultimately adopted.
