This is a “2st guess” at how we might organize the Day-2 agenda.

I’ve rearranged things and would propose that we steer the vendors towards addressing some common questions I, and others, may have about these rather esoteric subjects.  Otherwise I’m afraid the vendors will tend to stay in their comfort zones.
