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OBJECTIVE

Objective of the Workshop is to provide information for attendees on the current methodologies and tools available for economic evaluation of transmission system expansion projects.  The Workshop will focus on the application of modeling tools and on the interpretation and understanding of economic study results, using examples and typical case studies.  Input requirements, model limitations, and modeling improvement needs will also be presented and discussed.  Areas that will be addressed include the use of locational marginal prices, transmission shadow prices, identification of benefits to producers, consumers and transmission owners and considerations of societal benefits.  The second day of the Workshop will be devoted to discussing improvements needed in today’s models to better represent the behavior of loads and resources and to better incorporate market behavior in the models.

The first day will consist primarily of presentations by experts in the field familiar with the application and interpretation of production costing model studies.  The second day will consist of panel discussions by those involved with model development, addressing the need for modeling improvements in selected areas.

Time will be available both days for audience questions and participation.

WHO SHOULD ATTEND

The first day of the Workshop will address the needs of those working with expansion planning models and those who supervise or manage employees who use the models and who want a high level understanding of the inputs, assumptions and interpretation of study results.  The second day of the Workshop will be more technical, focusing on the technical details of the models and where improvements are needed in the models.

WORKSHOP LOCATION

The Workshop will be held at the BPA Headquarters facility at 905 NE 11th Avenue, Portland, Oregon, 97232.  Enter through the East Entrance to the building on 11th Avenue.  You will need to go through building security.  Let them know you are there to attend the Workshop.  The Workshop is being held in the BPA Auditorium on the first floor, west side of the building.  Directions will be provided.

The BPA Headquarters facility is located 2 blocks off the Lloyd Center exit from I-84.  See attached map.
