Issues that came up during the meeting – 

1.   NTAC (PSE) Comment – Don’t accept the current database - - want a certification process before it’s used

(suggest deferring this to WECC for future)

2.   Request that we Post database so it can be reviewed in total.

PAC still has rights to Database. Can we post it or parts of it (resources. Loads, etc)

3.   What can we do to deal with the NTAC taking 3 weeks to review and give us the information.

NTAC is the critical path for completing the database

4.   What about differing planning margins? Do we want a “minimum” or a “maximum” planning margin? – GSG issue
