Building Security Procedures

In an effort to expedite the security process, your name has been submitted to the Security Office.   
Security requirements require all visitors to check in at the ground floor entrance and obtain a building visitors badge. Visitors must sign in and show a photo ID. Everyone who enters the building will have to pass through a magnetometer and have their personal effects x-rayed. 
Directions

Via Metrorail

The closest Metro (subway) station to Energetics' offices is the L'Enfant Plaza Metro Station. This station is located on the yellow, green, blue, and orange lines. 
Exiting the L'Enfant Plaza station can be tricky because there are multiple exits. From all four lines (yellow, green, blue, and orange), when exiting the station use the exit marked L'Enfant Plaza (not the Dept. of Transportation or Maryland Ave. exits). 

When traveling on the yellow or green lines, you might need to cross the tracks, depending which direction you are heading. When traveling on the orange and blue lines, you must go up one level to exit through the L'Enfant Plaza exit. 

As you exit the Metro station (at the top of the long escalator), make two quick right turns and then exit directly outside. Go down the steps and turn left. At the corner, cross D St., then turn left. Enter the Aerospace Center, located at 901 D St. Energetics is on the ground floor, in Suite 100. 

Via Automobile

From the Northeast
Take 95 south to Route 50 west. Route 50 west becomes New York Ave. 

Continue on New York Ave. At 5th St., N.W., bear right on L St., N.W., (past the police station) to 7th St., N.W. 

Turn left onto 7th St. Continue on 7th St. to D St., S.W., and turn right onto D St. 

Just after the first traffic light, The Aerospace Center will be on your right (a gray 10-story building where Energetics is located). The parking garage entrance is at the far end of the building. 

From the West
Take 66 east and follow the signs to Constitution Ave. Follow Constitution Ave. to 14th St., N.W., and turn right. 

At the third stoplight, turn left onto Independence Ave. Make a right at the next stoplight onto 12th St., S.W., (by the Smithsonian Metro Station). 

Drive to the third stoplight and turn left onto D St., S.W. Immediately after the overpass, take the next left into the parking garage of The Aerospace Center (a gray 10-story building where Energetics is located). 

From the Northwest
Take 270 south to 495 toward Virginia. Take the George Washington Parkway south to 395 north and follow that across the 14th Street Bridge. 

On the bridge, stay in the right-most lane, continuing on 395 north. The right-most lane becomes an exit-only lane going toward L'Enfant Plaza. Take this exit (D St.). 

Turn left as soon as possible after the off-ramp, which will lead you to the parking garage for The Aerospace Center, (a gray 10-story building where Energetics is located). 

From the South
Take 95 north to 395 north. Follow 395 north across the 14th Street Bridge. 

On the bridge, stay in the right-most lane, continuing on 395 north. The right-most lane becomes an exit-only lane going toward L'Enfant Plaza. Take this exit (D St.). 

Turn left as soon as possible after the off-ramp, which will lead you to the parking garage for The Aerospace Center, (a gray 10-story building where Energetics is located). 

Parking
The Aerospace Center garage on D St. has parking available. One hour or less costs $6. Up to 2 hours is $12. Rate is $15 for the entire day. You may have to tell the parking attendant what company you are visiting and supply a name and phone number. If so, please give tell them you are visiting Chastity Nelson (receptionist), Energetics, at phone number 202-479-2748.
