CREPC OASIS DATA COLLECTION PROPOSAL 
[Has an assessment been done to determine what the focus of the studies would be – have the “paths” been identified?  Has the time frame been identified?  Do the paths correspond to a single POR/POD pair, or are they made up of multiple POR-POD segments?]

OATI is proposing to CREPC the following tasks and budgetary pricing for OASIS data within WECC. The data obtained is from posted data on WECC OASIS nodes. [this maybe inaccurate – some providers do not post all tagged data.  I think OATI plans on dipping into their complete tagging data base (they run the UFAS tool and WECC RMS monitoring tools) which is probably the most accurate source.] If a particular Transmission Provider does not supply the data on the OASIS then the data would not be part of this proposal. [All TPs in the WECC have contracted with OATI’s OASIS (wesTTrans) except for BPAT, AESO, CISO, and PAC.  Not all have been on-line with wesTTrans for the past year.  It would be good to find out exactly who they can and who they can not.  Missing BPAT data or PAC data would seriously impact the usefulness of this data collection.]
The following describes the tasks of collecting and formatting data for path utilization analysis: 

1. Collect the yearly firm and non-firm ATC posting on the path, along with TTC [since many paths in the WECC have multiple owners or TPs, does OATI plan on collecting the posted TTCs from each TP and adding them together to represent the entire path’s TTC?] and Committed Use (CU) [within OATI’s OASIS product they have specific ATC term called Committed Use (CU).  It is a non-visible non-query-able parameter that each provider is free to define and apply as they see fit.  OATI should clearly reveal if they intend to disclose CU values or are they referring to the generic term “committed use” which is used in the Determination of ATC in the Western Interconnection document.]  for the year. Also collect yearly reservations on the system. ( Some of the OASIS data may come from non-OATI operated OASIS).  

2. Collect Monthly firm and non-firm ATC, and monthly reservations for 12 months of the year being analyzed. [OATI’s OASIS product has a variety of parameters that factor into the ATC calculations – TSRs, TSNs, GFs, SASs, CUs, Misc, etc.  Do they plan on providing all of these values?  I think you may find that the posted ATC value for an hour may not be posted TTC-total firm reservations.]
3. Collect Monthly firm and non-firm ATC, and monthly reservations for hourly data for all hours of the year under consideration. 

4. Collect the hour total of all tagged schedules on the path under consideration. 

5. Collect and provide the total hourly capacity that was requested but denied. [In OASIS there are several final states of reservation requests – Refused, Declined, Withdrawn, Superseded, Invalid, Retracted, etc.  OATI needs to clearly define what they mean by “denied”
6. From Hourly data calculate the total path utilization as TTC – CU – tagged data, for both firm and non-firm schedules. 

7. All the above data will be provided in an excel spreadsheet for further analysis. [Before signing, perhaps OATI could provide the layout or skeleton of this spreadsheet – such as each hour of the year down side (rows) and across the top (columns) the headers – like TTC, Total Firm Reservations, Total Non-firm Reservations, Total Firm Schedule, Total Non-Firm Schedules, Total Firm Counter-schedules, Total Non-firm Counter-schedules, etc.]
This data will be collected and provided for up to 20 defined paths. [make OATI clearly define what is a defined path.  I suspect it is a single set of POR and POD as seen in the data base.  So it one is looking at a cut plane such as North of Johnday, it is probably not possible get this data (made up of many PORs and many PODs.  Again, OATI needs to be very clear what they are providing – and the requestors need to articulate what they are looking for.  Otherwise, both parties will end-up at the table arguing about change orders and additional dollars.]
[Is the idea for a given year, say April 1, 2004 through April 1, 2005 OATI would provide up to twenty spreadsheets, each representing all the available data for a given POR-POD?  Is this a one time shot?]
