1.   Update on status of Western Congestion Assessment TF work &

DOE Congestion Study – Summary of all existing study work is due to DOE on March 15th.  Dean will send out to this group later today.  Think about how to further “mine” data out of this template.  Dean sent a summary spreadsheet yesterday, and will send to this group today.  Political pressure from FERC to designate corridors that they can preempt over the states??    Dean will try to focus our attention on key items to respond to – needs feedback before sending to DOE.   
2.   Western Comments on DOE NOI – (Due March 6) – DOE has received over one hundred sets of comments.  March 29th technical conference in Chicago will address these sets of comments.  Idea is to have different panels sessions with folks with differing opinions to discuss their points of view.  Doug Larson is the point of contact for folks in the West.  Lotsa comments from the West.  30 days to respond with comments is very quick turnaround.  Don’t know whether it’s worth mentioning funding with 1221 comments since it’s not mentioned in the Act.

3.   Wrapping up the SSG-WI 2015 Reference case

   Is anything required to wrap up the 2015 reference case (finalizing transmission additions, developing conclusions, etc.) – Chris – write down what we think the improvements should be to the database so the TEPPC can help move forward.  There hasn’t been adequate review this go-round.  Need to account for losses and wheeling charges, what conclusions can be drawn from the output data – how to interpret the data.  The work group that’ll form under the TEPPC can handle this.  The SSG-WI effort has come to an end.  The TEPPC slate of candidates has yet to be voted on by the Board, so don’t count on the work group to form too soon.  Folks are sending the message that this needs to transition soon.  Where do we stand with the 2008 case results?  Donald is reluctant to use because it did not have the same level of review as the 2015 case did.  DOE may have an issue with.
