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1. SCOPE OF THESE RULES- 
These Rules Governing the Disclosure of Confidential Information in BPA’s Average System Cost Review Proceedings (“ASC Confidentiality Rules”) govern the acquisition and use of “Confidential Information” in BPA’s ASC Review Proceedings under the 2008 ASC Methodology, as amended or revised. 
2. DEFINITIONS-
2.1. “Confidential Information” is information that falls within an exemption from the mandatory disclosure requirements of the Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C. § 552, or is otherwise exempt from public disclosure.  

2.1.1. Confidential Information does not include any and all documents or information obtained by BPA or other parties to this proceeding from secondary sources (except where such information was obtained under a separate protective order or confidentiality agreement).   

2.2. A “qualified person” is an individual who is: 

2.2.1. An author(s) or originator(s) of the Confidential Information;
2.2.2. A BPA representative or staff person;
2.2.3. A person qualified pursuant to Section 5.3 below.  This includes parties and their employees.
3. DESIGNATION OF CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-
3.1. A party providing Confidential Information shall designate such material as confidential by placing the following legend on each page of the information:

                                         CONFIDENTIAL

To the extent practicable, the party shall designate as confidential only those portions of the document that are within the definition of Confidential Information.
3.2. A party may designate as confidential any information previously provided by giving written notice to BPA and the other parties.  Parties in possession of newly designated Confidential Information shall, when feasible, ensure that all copies of the information bear the above legend to the extent requested by the party desiring confidentiality.
4. INFORMATION PROVIDED TO BPA-
4.1. Confidential Information shall be submitted by a utility to BPA at the same time as the data and supporting documentation for the utility’s Appendix 1 and the ASC Forecasting Model filing.
4.2. Confidential Information submitted by a utility shall be separated from all other information provided to BPA, and shall contain a separate cover letter signed by an authorized utility representative which references the specific dockets and/or issues in connection with which the utility is providing the Confidential Information.  This cover letter shall not be treated as Confidential Information.

4.3. BPA shall store the Confidential Information in a secure location dedicated to the storage of Confidential Information. 
5. DISCLOSURE OF CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION-
5.1. Parties desiring to review Confidential Information shall sign the Consent to be Bound Form appended as Attachment 1.  This requirement does not apply to BPA.  BPA shall not disclose Confidential Information to any person in ASC Review Proceedings other than a “qualified person,” as defined in Section 2.2.  When feasible, Confidential Information shall be delivered to counsel of the requesting party.  In the alternative, Confidential Information may be made available for inspection and review by qualified persons in a place and time agreeable to the parties or as determined by BPA.
5.2. Qualified persons may disclose Confidential Information to any other qualified person that is a consultant to, counsel for, or employee of the same party, unless the party desiring confidentiality protests as provided in Section 5.5. 
5.3. To become a qualified person under Section 2.2 above, a person must:
5.3.1. Be a consultant to, counsel for, or employee of an entity that has been granted party status to the ASC Review Proceeding; 

5.3.2. Read a copy of these ASC Confidentiality Rules; 
5.3.3. Execute a statement acknowledging that the party has read the ASC Confidentiality Rules and agrees to be bound by its terms;
5.3.4. Sign and date the statement;
5.3.5. Provide a name, address, employer, and job title.  
5.4. Counsel shall deliver a copy of the signed statement included in Section 5.3 above to BPA, the party desiring confidentiality, and to all parties of record.  Such notification may be made via e-mail, facsimile, or, if applicable, by filing such statement on BPA’s ASC review process website.  A person qualified under Section 5.3 shall not have access to Confidential Information sooner than three (3) business days after receipt by BPA of a copy of the signed statement, unless otherwise agreed to by BPA.  
5.5. All qualified persons shall have access to Confidential Information, unless the party desiring confidentiality protests as provided in this paragraph.  The party desiring to restrict the qualified person(s) from accessing specific Confidential Information must provide written notice to the qualified person(s) and counsel for the party associated with the qualified person(s) as soon as the party becomes aware of reasons to restrict access.  The parties must promptly confer and attempt to resolve any dispute over access to Confidential Information on an informal basis before filing a motion with BPA.  If the dispute cannot be resolved informally, either party may file a motion with BPA for resolution.  Either party may also file a motion if the other party does not respond within five (5) days to a request to resolve the dispute.  A motion must describe in detail the intermediate measures, including selected redaction explored by the parties, and explain why such measures do not resolve the dispute.  After receipt of the written notice as required in this paragraph, the specific Confidential Information shall not be disclosed to the qualified person(s) until the issue is resolved. 
6. PRESERVATION OF CONFIDENTIALITY- 
6.1. All persons who are given access to Confidential Information by reason of the ASC Confidentiality Rules shall not use or disclose the Confidential Information for any purpose other than preparation for and participation in the relevant ASC Review Proceeding, and shall take all reasonable precautions to keep the Confidential Information secure.  Disclosure of Confidential Information for purposes of business competition is strictly prohibited.  
6.2. Qualified persons may copy, microfilm, microfiche, or otherwise reproduce Confidential Information to the extent necessary for the preparation for and participation in the relevant ASC Review Proceeding.  Qualified persons may disclose Confidential Information only to other qualified persons associated with the same party.  
6.3. If a party violates the ASC Confidentiality Rules, BPA may take remedial action against such party, including, but not limited to, denying such party access to Confidential Information in the current or future ASC Review Process(es), dismissing or denying the party’s intervention in the current or future ASC Review Process(es), or such other action that BPA deems necessary.  

6.4. BPA shall notify the party that provided Confidential Information as soon as practicable of any request received under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA), or under any other Federal law or court or administrative order, for any Confidential Information.  BPA shall only release such Confidential Information to comply with the FOIA or if required by any other Federal law or court or administrative order.  BPA shall limit the use and dissemination of Confidential Information within BPA to employees who need it for purposes of ASC Review Proceedings.

7. DURATION OF PROTECTION - 
BPA shall preserve the confidentiality of Confidential Information for a period of five (5) years from the date of the final order in the relevant docket, unless extended by BPA at the request of the party desiring confidentiality.  
8. DESTRUCTION AFTER PROCEEDING-
Counsel of record may retain memoranda, pleadings, testimony, discovery, or other documents containing Confidential Information to the extent reasonably necessary to maintain a file for the relevant ASC Review Proceeding or to comply with requirements imposed by another governmental agency or court order.  The information retained may not be disclosed to any person.  Any other person retaining Confidential Information or documents containing such Confidential Information must destroy or return it to the party requesting confidentiality within ninety (90) days after final resolution of this proceeding unless the party requesting confidentiality consents, in writing, to retention of the Confidential Information or documents containing such Confidential Information.  This paragraph does not apply to BPA.  
9. APPEALS TO BPA-
9.1. If a party disagrees with the designation of information as confidential, the party shall contact the designating party and attempt to resolve the dispute on an informal basis.  If the parties are unable to resolve the dispute, the party desiring to use the information may move for exclusion of the information from the protection conferred by these rules.  The motion shall:
9.1.1. Specifically identify the contested information; and
9.1.2. Assert that the information does not fall within the definition of Confidential Information, including the reasons supporting the assertion.
9.2. The party resisting disclosure has the burden of showing that the challenged information falls within the definition of Confidential Information.  If the party resisting disclosure does not respond to the motion within seven (7) calendar days, the challenged information shall be removed from the protection of these rules.
9.3. The asserted Confidential Information shall not be disclosed pending a decision by BPA. 
10. ADDITIONAL PROTECTIONS-

10.1. A party desiring additional protections not otherwise afforded by these rules may file a motion with BPA requesting such additional protections.  The motion shall state:
10.1.1. The parties and persons involved;
10.1.2. The exact nature of the information involved;
10.1.3. The exact nature of the relief requested;
10.1.4. The specific reasons the requested relief is necessary; and
10.1.5. A detailed description of the intermediate measures, including selected redaction, explored by the parties and why such measures do not resolve the dispute.
10.2. BPA shall determine whether such additional protections are necessary for the relevant ASC Review Proceeding.
