As part of BPA's consideration of alternative SN-CRAC rate designs, please provide all studies and documents that analyze whether the 7(b)(2) rate test of the Northwest Power Act would trigger under different rate designs.

Response:
BPA performed no studies to analyze whether the 7(b)(2) rate test would trigger under different designs and BPA is not required to perform such analysis.  Section 1010.8 of the Procedures Governing BPA’s Rate Hearings provides that “BPA or any party may request data in hard copy or computer tape, studies, or admissions; however, no party shall be required to perform any new study or to run any analysis or computer program.”  (Emphasis added.)  BPA therefore will not conduct the analysis you request.  However, the costs and loads assumed when BPA ran the section 7(b)(2) rate test in BPA’s 2002 wholesale power rate case were previously provided to during that rate case.  The costs and loads assumed for BPA’s SN-03 SN CRAC proposal were made available to all parties at the prehearing conference on March 31, 2003, and are available on BPA’s secure website.  
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
