ORDER ON PROCEDURES FOR DATA REQUESTS

This order details the procedures for submitting data requests in the above-entitled proceeding.  Parties failing to follow the proper procedure and format when submitting a data request may have their requests rejected and returned for reformulation and resubmission.


Ordinarily there will be no modification to the hearing schedule on the grounds that a party has not received a timely response to a data request when that request was initially rejected for insufficiency, and then resubmitted.


Because of the quantity of data requests and the significant amount of staff time devoted to preparing them, both BPA and parties have experienced difficulty in providing timely responses to each other.  Uniformity in procedures and format for data requests will improve response times and preserve the integrity of the hearing schedule.

Following are the adopted procedures for submitting data requests, and a sample request:
(1)
Each data request should be submitted on an individual page and numbered serially using the discovery designation codes.  (Please see the section entitled "Discovery Designation Code System" and the sample data request.)  Multiple page submissions may be loaded up to the web site in one document with the number range noted on the upload if each request is made on its own page and each refers to the same exhibit.  

No subsections or subparts will be permitted.  If the party desires to ask several subquestions, the party should restate the basic question with each individual subquestion on an individual page submission and number each request serially using the discovery designation codes.

Each request must be complete within itself.  Please note that a data request may not be used to solicit copies of a third party's data responses. 

For example, the Public Power Council (PP) cannot ask BPA for BPA's responses to data requests generated by Alcoa, Inc. (AI).  Thus, the following Public Power Council’s data request to BPA is unacceptable:  "Please provide copies of all data responses to data requests submitted by Alcoa, Inc."

Each data request should contain the name and telephone number of a contact person who is readily available to provide clarification of a request.

(3)
Each request should be dated.

(4)
A copy of each data request should be returned with the completed response.

All data requests to BPA should be submitted only to:

Service is complete upon successful upload to the secure web site.  In the event the web site is unavailable, service may be accomplished via e-mail to all parties to the case.

Parties are urged to review the copies of data requests and responses submitted by other litigants before initiating their own requests, in order to avoid duplicate inquiries.

Responses to data requests are due seven (7) calendar days from receipt of the request.

 DISCOVERY DESIGNATION CODE SYSTEM

The discovery designation code system will utilize the same party designation codes that are used in general rate proceedings.  These are the same codes used in the premarking of testimony and briefs.  All parties have already been pre-assigned a two letter code (See the Order on Document Numbering System adopted today (SN-03-O-02)).


The system will utilize both the code of the requesting party and the party to whom the request is being directed.


Example:

The first data request from Public Power Council to 




 
Bonneville Power Administration would be:


PP/BPA:1

"PP" being the requester's party designation code and "BPA" being the party designation code of the party from whom the response is sought.


Example:

The first request from the Public Power





Council to Alcoa, Inc., would be:


PP/AI:1


"PP" being the requester's party designation code and "AI" being the party designation code of the party from whom the response is sought.


Each separate request should be numbered serially.  In the example above, the next request from the Public Power Council to Alcoa, Inc., would be:


PP/AI:2

Each request code should be located at the lower right hand corner of the page.  Please see the attached "Sample Data Request" on page 4.
