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The panel states that BPA is not striking a reasonable balance between the needs of the region and the needs of the agency.  What is the panel’s policy judgment about risks associated with missing a payment to the Treasury or failing to implement the FCRPS Biological Opinion, the Council’s Fish and Wildlife Program, or BPA’s tribal trust responsibilities?

Response:


Our technical panel outlines how the risk of failing to pay Treasury can be minimized, without having to impose an additional billion dollar rate increase on the region, as BPA proposes. We do not testify on the subjects of implementing the FCRPS Biological Opinion, the Council’s Fish and Wildlife Program, or BPA’s tribal trust responsibilities, but again, we do not believe that BPA needs to impose an additional billion dollar rate increase to fulfill its responsibilities in any of these areas.
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
