In June 1971, I served as special assistant to the Secretary of the Interior with specific responsibility for the Pacific Northwest and Alaska.  In that position I worked with the Bonneville Power Administration and other Interior Department agencies in the development of a Columbia River Basin Operations plan that dealt with fish and wildlife needs in relationship to Tribal treaty rights.

I also served as the Department of Interior representative on the Columbia River Basins Commission.  In 1976, I moved to the BIA (Bureau of Indian Affairs), an agency of the Department of Interior, to develop the guidelines for the implementation of Indian Self-Determination Act and Education Act P.L. 93-638.

In 1977, I helped the Treaty Tribes form the Columbia River Inter-Tribal Fish Commission (CRITFC) and served as Executive Director in 1977-78.  In 1979, I worked

 with the federal state and tribal governments on issues related to the development of a congressional process for funding fishery management in the Pacific Northwest.

In 1981, I served as Deputy Assistant Secretary of Indian Affairs in the Department of the Interior for Indian Policy.

Since 1986, I have worked as a private consultant with agencies and tribes in the Pacific Northwest on natural resources issues.
