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This document is intended to:

1.
show the redline version of exactly  what is being amended in the NR Block Clean-Up Amendment Template;
2.
provide an explanation for each revision on why BPA is making the revision; and,
3.
let stakeholders know who raised the issue.

Reviewer’s Note:  The following issue was raised by IOU customers.  The revisions clarify that it is an increase in load of 10 aMWh, not just a load of 10 aMWh, that factors into an NLSL determination.
(a)
Section 13.3.1, Determination of an NLSL 
Section 13.3.1.3 shall be deleted and replaced by the following:
“13.3.1.3
The Parties may agree that the applicable increase in load of installed production equipment at a facility will equal or exceed 10 Average Megawatts consumption over any 12 consecutive months and that such production load shall constitute an NLSL.  Any such agreement shall constitute a binding NLSL determination.”

Reviewer’s Note:  The following issue was raised by IOU customers.  The revisions clarify that it is an increase in load of 10 aMWh, not just a load of 10 aMWh, that factors into an NLSL determination.

Special Note to Customer Reps: The addition of the words ‘equal or’ was not discussed in customer meetings, but rather was raised during the stakeholder comment period.  The revision makes the language consistent with the revision made to section 23.3.1.3 as shown above.
(b)
Section 13.3.5, Undetermined NLSLs 
Section 13.3.5 shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

“If BPA concludes in its sole judgment that «Customer Name» has not fulfilled its obligations, or has not been able to obtain access or information from the end-use consumer, under sections 13.3.3 and 13.3.4, BPA may determine any load subject to NLSL monitoring to be an NLSL.  Such NLSL determination shall be final unless «Customer Name» proves to BPA’s satisfaction that the applicable increase in load did not equal or exceed 10 Average Megawatts in any 12‑month monitoring period.”
Reviewer’s Note:  The following issue was raised by customers.  The revised language clarifies that that a customer may add a Dedicated Resource to Exhibit A to serve a new NLSL.
(c)
Section 13.3.6, Service Elections for an NLSL 

Section 13.3.6 shall be deleted and replaced with the following:

“«Customer Name» shall serve all NLSLs with Dedicated Resource amounts added in Exhibit A that are not already being used to serve «Customer Name»’s Total Retail Load in the region.  «Customer Name» agrees to provide such Dedicated Resources on a continuous basis as identified in Exhibit A.  Under no circumstances shall BPA be required to acquire firm power for service to such NLSLs.”
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
