Getting Certified 
Performance Tested Comfort Systems, or 
PTCS, is a Northwest-regional program for 
utilities to improve HVAC-system comfort and 
increase energy savings. The program 
promotes quality installations of high-efficiency 
heat pumps and the proper sealing of ducts. 
PTCS training includes classroom, field and 
webinar trainings, third-party quality assurance 
inspections and support for PTCS-certified 
contractor technicians.  

Introductory HVAC Trainers 
PTCS is a highly technical program requiring 
strong knowledge of residential HVAC systems 
before you even enter the classroom. The 
following are not requirements prior to 
registration with a PTCS training provider but 
should be considered indicators of a student’s 
potential for success. 
 
Successful completion of a 1-year HVAC 
program, including training in: 

 
• Heat pumps, air conditioners, furnaces, 

theory, equipment, controls and 
troubleshooting. 

• Heat pump training should include defrost 
and other controls, refrigerant charge, 
thermostats, air flow and sizing for heating 
and air conditioning loads. 

• Ductwork design, sizing, and installation 
• Possession of refrigerant certification, 

necessary licenses, and insurance 
• Manufacturer training on specific equipment 

being installed. 
• Minimum of 1 year experience each for heat 

pump and duct sealing installations.
