• Opening general discussion: 
o The USB discussed potential upcoming measures from both BPA and the RTF regarding 

connected devices and smart thermostats. 
• Simple Steps reporting: 

o BPA proposed to create a new set of Simple Steps specific measures in the UES list.  This would 
help BPA flesh out the Simple Steps savings from retail and the incomplete reports from 
Clearesult. 

• Marketing project: Value of the hydro system and electrification 
o BPA marketing will look into helping utilities in their desire to talk about the Federal hydro 

system.  The USB provided contacts and information on recommendations for how to proceed 
on the project. 

• EE Action Plan status update: 
o BPA briefed the USB on the current and upcoming BPA EE Action Plan and asked for public
