This
platform, which has been implemented at more than 90 utilities worldwide, will provide a
highly configurable solution to meet BPA and our utility customers' varying needs. AEGis a
New York-based company with personnel across the country. They have assigned a senior

project managerbased in Portland to oversee our project.

Program Updates

Program incentives available for golf courses, cemetery grounds -

Golf courses, athletic fields, parks, cemetery grounds and like applications that pump
their own waterto irrigate turf and landscape may be eligible to receive BPA program
incentives.

Irrigation pump variable frequency drive incentives may be available forthe:

e Agriculture sector if the watersource is from a well, lake, pond, streamor river, and
the pump is used to irrigate the property.

¢ Industrial sectorif the property uses municipal water, and the wateris delivered by
the water utility.

BPA's utility customers should ask their BPA field service engineer to confirmwhetherthe
project qualifies for an agriculture or commercial sector incentive. Questions? Contact your
energy efficiency representative.

The Northwest Energy Efficiency Alliance, or NEEA, formed two new committeesto align
with their 2020-2024 Strategic and Business Plans, and replace the former sector advisory
committees. NEEA believes the Consumer Products Coordinating Committee and the
Integrated Systems Coordinating Committee — under the revised structure — will enhance
the effectiveness and efficiency of market -transformation activities. It will also bring a
betterunderstanding of how local utility efficiency programs operate, and what challenges
and opportunities exist.

Appointees
must represent BPA customer utilities that are not currently directly funding NEEA... More
