SUBJECT:	Momentum savings allocation


Bonnie and Carrie,

Thank you for providing us opportunity to comment on the allocation methodology for momentum savings across Bonneville’s customer utilities. Council staff are concerned about the appropriateness of this methodology for utilities that set their own baseline for energy-efficiency measures. For example, larger public utilities in Washington complete a conservation potential assessment (CPA) every two years in compliance with that state’s Energy Independence Act. The CPA is used to determine the utility’s biennial target. Through that process, the measure baselines are likely updated and thus not consistent with the Power Plan’s baseline against which Bonneville estimates momentum savings. As such, for these utilities, this baseline change needs to be accounted for in the allocation.

We look forward to further discussion on this issue.
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
