. General Requirements
1. These Guidelines are to assist in the interpretation Direct Assignment  Facilities. In addition, Direct Assignment Facilities are New FacilitiesFacilities with respect to which the agreement to construct was finalized on or after the effective date of these Guidelines., or portions thereof, built in order to provide Customer-requested service pursuant to BPA's OATT or the 1981 Power Sales Contract, that are either:
0. Not integrated with the Integrated NetworkThe segment of the Federal Columbia River Transmission System for which the transmission facilities provide the bulk of transmission of electric power within the Pacific Northwest. The Integrated Network Segment is further described in the 2002 Final Rate Proposal Segmentation Study, TR-02-FS-BPA-02, pages 3-4., or 
0. Not supporting the reliability or efficiency of the Integrated Network for the general benefit of users of such system.
1. Closed Looped service, unless demonstrated otherwise and where bi-directional power flows occur from the load requesting service to BPA’s Integrated Network, is presumed to be 'integrated' and to support the Integrated Network. Examples of facilities that have no potential for supporting the Integrated Network are: 
1. Short rRadials off a loop; 
1. Lines having a capacity closely matched with the load requesting service;
1. Lines designed for operation at voltages below 34.5 kV Lines and facility elements where power typically flows in one direction from the BPA point of delivery to the load requesting service; or
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Facilities that do not impact the Bulk Electric System as defined by the Electric Reliability Organization

Note: Generation additions into line configurations identified in 2.a, 2.b, and 2.c may cause power to flow back to the BPA system.  BPA technical staff will assess if the magnitude of reverse flow necessitate segment reclassification

[image: Open]B. Voltages Below 34.5 kV 
1. Any new facilities at voltages below 34.5 kV that meet the definition of Direct Assignment Facilities will not be subject to the Delivery Charge defined in the General Rate Schedule Provisions. The cost of new facilities meeting the definition will be directly assigned to the Customer.
