On April 29, the Columbia River Inter-Tribal Fish Commission and Yakama Nation filed a timely answer (SN-03-CR-M-08) to Bonneville’s motion to strike (SN-03-BPA-M-05) portions of our direct testimony.  On May 1 at 1:30 in the afternoon, I first became aware that NRU, PPC, and WPAG also filed a motion to strike (SN-03-NR-M-06) portions of the CRITFC/YA direct testimony.  For some reason, email notification of the NRU/PPC/WPAG motion has not reached the CRITFC server. The NRU/PPC/WPAG motion to strike is virtually identical in scope to that filed by Bonneville. CRITFC and Yakama hereby request that the Tribes’ answer to BPA (SN-03-CR-M-08) be also considered as answering the NRU/PPC/WPAG motion.  I have spoken to the counsel for NRU (Ackerman), PPC (Peterson), and WPAG (Mundorf) and none of them object to the Tribes’ request, which is numbered SN-03-M-17.
