
Reading the EIS on compact disc

The draft EIS is divided into 
several folders on the CD. As 
you open the CD, you will find a 
list of the folders as shown on 
the right.

To open a folder and see the 
files contained within it, double 
click on the folder.

For example, when you click on the DEIS Volume 1 folder, you will see a list containing the Cover, Abstract, 
Notes to Readers, Perforated Icons, Table of Contents, and all chapters in that volume. Files are listed in the 
order they appear in the hard copy version of the document. Double click on the specific file you wish to view.

Maps are not embedded in the chapters and are listed in their own folder. Maps are named by the chapter in 
which they appear. For example, Map 2-1 appears in Chapter 2. Some maps appear in a series, for example, 
Maps 5-1A through 5-1D. These maps split the project area into four sections to show greater detail.

Files vary in size. Large files are split into several smaller ones, but some files are over 30 megabytes and may 
take a few minutes to load onto your screen.
