BPA has provided the enclosed CD with the information you have requested, in its entirety, or
with some information withheld pursuant to 5 USC §§(b)(5) Exemption 5 of'the FOIA.

Exemption 5 protects from mandatory disclosure "inter-agency or intra-agency memorandums or
letters that would not be available by law to a party other than an agency in litigation with the
agency ..." Exemption 5 incorporates the deliberative process privilege which protects advice,
recommendations, and opinions that are part ol` the process by which agency decisions and
policies are formulated.

Exemption 5 also protects attorney client inlhrmation, which are communications between
attorney and client that relate to a legal matter for which the client has sought professional
advice. The privilege usually protects a client's disclosure to any attorney, but also extends to an
a ttorney's opinion based on those disclosures, and to communications between attorneys that
reflect client-supplied information.

If you are dissatisfied with this determination, you may appeal within 30 days from the date you
received this letter to The Director, Office of Hearings and Appeals, Department of Energy, 1000
Independence Avenue, S.W., Washington, DC 20585. The appeal must be in writing and both
the envelope and the letter must be clearly marked "Freedom of Information Act Appeal."
