Purpose 
This chapter outlines the Environmental Management System (EMS) for BPA.  While it applies to all BPA programs, facilities and operations as appropriate, it is especially applicable to the environmental programs implemented by Environment, Fish & Wildlife and the sustainability activities of Internal Business Services.
902.1 Definitions

902.2 Policy

BPA’s policy is to utilize its Balanced Scorecard System (BSC) to satisfy the Executive Order requirements for an EMS, which guides BPA’s activities to ensure implementation of environmental and sustainability requirements and to encourage a process of continuous improvement.  This EMS is equivalent to the principles of ISO 14001 (International Standards for Environmental Management Systems). The objectives of BPA’s EMS are to implement BPA’s Environmental Policy:
A. to be a good steward of the Northwest environment;
B. conserve the region’s natural resources for future generations;
C. conduct its activities to minimize environmental impacts;
D. promote sustainability, pollution prevention, and waste minimization;
E.  
assure that BPA’s facilities, programs, and projects comply with applicable environmental laws and    regulations;
F.  
continuously improve its practices through environmental monitoring and adaptive management; and 
G. ensure BPA’s progress toward the environmental and sustainability goals required by Executive Order and identified in BPA’s strategic business objectives.
902.3 Responsibilities

The Manager for Pollution Prevention & Abatement is responsible for maintaining the EMS Handbook, which is posted on a Sharepoint site designated by him/her. 
BPA’s Sustainability Program is the responsibility of the Sustainability Officer. 
Other environmental and sustainable functions addressed by BSC targets are the responsibility of respective organizational managers. 
The requirement for periodic internal and independent third-party audits of the EMS are the shared responsibility of the Environment Fish & Wildlife; Internal Business Services, and Agency Compliance and Governance organizations.
902.4 ProcedureS
The Environmental Management System Handbook outlines BPA’s use of the Balanced Scorecard Management System to satisfy the requirements of Executive Order 13423, which requires implementation of an environmental management system compliant with ISO 14001 standards or equivalent thereof. The standards are based on Plan-Do-Check-Act, described as follows:

Plan:  Establish the objectives and processes necessary to deliver the results in accordance with the organization’s environmental policy.
Do:  Implement the process.
Check:  Monitor and measure processes against environmental policy, objectives and targets, legal and other requirements, and report the results.
Act:  Take action to continually improve the performance of the environmental management system. 

The ISO Standard or equivalent EMS must address the following key areas:

A. Executive Order 13423, which instructs Federal agencies to conduct their environmental, transportation, and energy-related activities under the law in support of their respective missions in an environmentally, economically, and fiscally sound, integrated, and continuously improving, efficient, and sustainable manner. The order sets goals in energy efficiency, acquisition, renewable energy, toxic chemical reduction, recycling, sustainable buildings, electronic stewardship, fleets, and water conservation. The order requires the more widespread use of Environmental Management Systems as the framework in which to manage and continually improve these sustainable practices.
B. Executive Order 13514, which expands on the energy reduction and environmental performance requirements for Federal agencies identified in EO 13423.
C. Executive Order 12088 (as amended by EO 13148), which requires the head of each Executive Agency to be responsible for insuring that all necessary actions are taken for the prevention, control, and abatement of environmental pollution with respect to Federal facilities and activities under control of the agency. This includes compliance with applicable pollution control standards, including those established pursuant to, but not limited to, the following:
1. Toxic Substances Control Act (15 U.S.C. 2601 et seq.)

2. Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended (33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq.)

3. Public Health Service Act, as amended by the Safe Drinking Water Act (42 U.S.C. 300f et seq.)

4. Clean Air Act, as amended (42 U.S.C. 4701 et seq.)

5. Noise Control Act of 1972 (42 U.S.C. 4901 et seq.)

6. Solid Waste Disposal Act, as amended (42 U.S.C. 6901 et seq.) and Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976 (42 U.S.C. 3251 et seq. as amended)

7. Marine Protection, Research, and Sanctuaries Act of 1972, as amended (33 U.S.C. 1401, 1402, 1411-1421, 1441-1444, and 16 U.S.C. 1431-1434)
8. Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act, as amended (7 U.S.C. 136 et seq.)

9. Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (42 U.S.C. 9601 et seq. as amended by the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act of 1986).
